Year Group Bubbles 

In line with national relaxations including groups of 6 meeting outdoors, the reintroduction of swimming lessons and sports 

clubs resuming all training/sporting events, we are expanding our class bubbles to allow for year groups to share outdoor 

spaces.  School will be made up of 4 bubbles—FS1, FS2, Y1 and Y2.  The groups will mix outdoors only—allowing for a 

greater use of resources and significantly more play space. 

Each year group will also be able to have assemblies in the hall with each class sat at a distance (so much so, they would 

not be mixing and therefore not considered ‘close contacts’) e.g. Mitchell at the front of the hall, Churchill in the middle and 

Spencer at the back.

Should we have a positive case at school, close contacts of children would be identified depending on the context of the  

situation.  These changes are not irreversible and we can of course return to class sized bubbles should the need arise.
